· To share firework poems and then think of some words to describe the sounds fireworks make – whizz, whoosh, fizzle, zoom... and to write a class firework poem

· To put numbers 1-20 in the right order on our rockets

· To name some different celebrations and know what happens at them – birthdays, Christmas...

· To explore different instruments to make some firework sounds.

· To make up our own Firework dance to music 
· To make a firework picture using oil pastels – learn some different techniques – pressing to make the colours go lighter, darker, smudging
